Chapter 1

Getting Started

Overview
Creating home exercise programs for the clients often requires lots of searching, cutting,
pasting, and copying exercises – over and over and over again. Exercise Pro V5 contains
over 3,200 exercises and many predefined protocols to help to quickly create clear,
concise, and professionally illustrated home exercise programs for the clients.

Each exercise has professional illustrations to help the clients correctly perform the
exercises by selecting weights, tubing, canes, balls, and many more devices to further
customize each exercise. Increasing picture and text size for the clients with poor
eyesight is also an important option that Exercise Pro V5 provides.

Exercise Pro V5 includes educational topics, such as diabetic foot care, crutch training,
transfers, body mechanics, and much more. This program allows for a full database of
exercises, which are designed for physical therapists and athletic trainers.

Note: Depending on the version, some parts of this user guide might not apply.

Exercise Pro V5 contains advanced search functionality to help narrow the search for
exercises to use in an exercise program by clicking the following different search criteria
tabs.

1. Body Area – Search for exercises by major areas of the body.
2. All – Search for exercises using a combination of all the search criteria.
3. Protocols – Search for exercises or protocols by pre-defined protocols.
4. Find – Search for exercises by anatomical names, common names, or exercise

numbers.
5. Ed. Topics – Search for educational topic handouts you can give your clients.
6. Muscles – Search for exercises by muscles.
7. Mus. Groups – Search for exercises by major muscle groups.
8. Mus. Category – Search for exercises by muscle categories.
9. Visual Body – Search for exercises by selecting an area of the body.
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10. Move & Pos. – Search for exercises by movement type.
11. Picture – Search for exercise pictures.
12. Neuro – Search for neurological exercises.
13. Amputee – Search for amputee exercises.
14. Aquatics – Search for aquatic exercises.
15. Yoga – Search for yoga postures.
16. Pilates – Search for Pilates exercises.
17. Pedi. – Search for pediatric exercises.
18. Power/Agility – Search for power and agility exercises.
19. Func. Jumps – Search for exercises that include jumping.
20. Func. Reaching – Search for exercises that include reaching.
21. Client History – Search for a client history.
22. Custom 1/Custom 2 – Search for the custom exercises that were created.

Note: Active Care is designed for Chiropractors, which includes most of the same
functionality as Exercise Pro V5 with exercises specific for Chiropractors.

What's New in Version 5
Exercise Pro V5 contains many upgrades in functionality and content. Now, it’s easier
than ever to create professional exercise programs for the clients.

Expanded Searches
Searches are categorized in tabs to make things easier. Exercise Pro V5 contains more
search methods than ever before, including:

23. A Boolean style search is now offered, which allows for a search through the
program by typing in keywords that provide all topics related to those keywords.

24. Education and Protocol searches are allowed on the Find Tab.
25. Client Search Tab will now show clients for a specified date range.
26. All tabs have a Clear feature to reset the search criteria to the previous search.
27. Functional Exercise Tabs have been added.

Increased Content
Functional exercises and more educational topics have been added. Exercise Pro V5 now
contains over 3,200 exercises, including Pilates, Yoga, Power and Agility, Aqua, and
Orthopedic-related content. The latest feature added allows for Word documents to be
imported to the Education Topics.

Customize the Work Environment
The Exercise Pro V5 can now be customized for the work environment that matches the
work and the client's requirements.

Protocols
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The individual exercises can be viewed within protocols. The changes stay in the protocol
when an exercise is edited. This new feature eliminates the need to copy exercises and
make variations for the protocols.

Printing and Reports
A Print window gives many options for printing the client exercise programs, including:

28. Print exercises by numbers, anatomical names, or common names.
29. Support PDF format for printing and saving that version to specified directory.
30. Show the Print dialog box when printing, which is provided in the Print and

Settings dialog box.
31. Print sublines on workout grids, which is provided in the Print and Settings dialog

box.
32. A comment box is available to be automatically added when printing reports.
33. An option to not print the signature line is available.
34. Although it is not recommended, report margins can now be changed to

specifications.
35. The Print screen will now stay open after printing in case there is a need to reprint

the report or print a new report.
36. Not saving the printed report is now available.
37. Frequently used exercised can now be added to the reports.
38. The workout grid and blank workout grid can now be printed.
39. The printed exercises can now be converted to aquatics.

New Workout Grid
New workout grid features have been added, including:

40. Target heart rate was added.
41. Printed exercise programs can include pyramid exercise information.
42. New Cover Page reports give you a professional looking cover page for a packet

of reports.
43. Add a facility logo.
44. Client Name is now one field.

Security Settings
The Security Tab was added to the General Program settings. A user can now be added
and maintained on this tab, which requires the user to login each time that user is opening
the program. Exercise Pro Version 5 will also close automatically after a specified
amount of time.

Searching for Exercises
The different tabs on the main Exercise Pro V5 window give different ways to search for
exercises.

1. Click a search tab to narrow the search criteria.
2. Place checkmarks in the checkboxes next to the search criteria to use.
3. Click Search.

Use the Search Options icons to customize the work environment.

Display Print Layout – This layout contains the search criteria tabs on the left side of the
screen and the selected exercise pictures on the right side of the screen.
Display Print List – This layout contains the search criteria tabs on the bottom of the
screen and a list of the selected exercise names on the top of the screen. This option
doesn't show the exercise pictures in an exercise program format.

Display Search List – The search results are returned in text format.

Display Exercise Pictures with Names – The search results are returned in picture and
text format. Click Next and Back to scroll through the exercises.
Display Exercise Pictures without Names – The search results are returned in picture
format. Click Next and Back to scroll through the exercises.
Display Anatomical Names – Exercises are listed by using anatomical names. Some
specialty exercises, for example, yoga, do not have anatomical names.

Display Common Names – Exercises are listed by using common names.
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Creating a Client Exercise Program
Create client exercise programs by searching for and selecting exercises.

1. Searching for Exercises.
2. Double-click the exercise in the Found list or the picture to add the exercise to

the Selected Exercises list on the right-hand side of the screen as shown in Figure
1.

Tip: Drag and drop the exercise into the Selected Exercises list.

3. Right-click the exercise in the Found list and select Bookmark to bookmark this
exercise for later use.

Note: This is optional.

4. Right-click the exercise in the Found list or the picture in the Selected Exercises
list and select View Edit to edit the exercise.

Note: This is optional.

5. Right-click the exercise in the Found list or the picture in the Selected Exercises
list and select Add to Favorites to add this exercise to the favorites.

Note: This is optional. However, this is a good tool to use when selecting the same
exercises daily.
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6. Right-click the picture in the Selected Exercises list and select Warm Up, Work
Out, or Cool Down, which are automatically added as a Work Out.

Note: This is optional.

7. Right-click the picture in the Selected Exercises list and select Move Up or
Move Down to reorder the exercises for printing.

8. Right-click the picture in the Selected Exercises list and select Remove to delete
the exercise from the program.

Tip: Click Clear or File»Clear to clear the search results and Selected Exercises list on
each tab. Printing an exercise program also clears the search results and Selected Exercises
list on each tab.

9. Enter the Use Information if required (Figure 2).

10. Click Print from the Printing Information dialog box or click OK from the Add
New Protocol dialog box.

Printing a Client Exercise Program or Protocol
Print an entire protocol or individual exercises from a protocol.
